LOCAL ATTORNEYS OFFER ENHANCED LITIGATION SUPPORT SERVICES ON NATIONAL SCALE

Cincinnati, Ohio, June 16, 2010: Partners at Little, Meyers & Associates (LMA) report that attorneys have reached a critical juncture in the practice of personal injury litigation.  Medicare, Medicaid, taxation and the economic environment have converged to confound the most straightforward settlements.  Unprecedented regulation and the financial issues surrounding settlements have threatened the most skilled and experienced litigators with the specter of malpractice.  What heretofore was considered specializing in negligence law now requires the expert tort practitioner to become adept at other disciplines such as trusts, taxation of damages, contracts, investments and the preservation of government benefits.

Tom Little and Karen Meyers foresaw these changes when they formed their partnership in 1997.  Their expertise is personal injury litigation support.  As a result of this avalanche of change LMA has shaped its consulting services to include structured settlements, the taxation of damages, investment balancing, trusts and the preservation of government benefits.  The result is “Life Management Planning,” a term coined by LMA.  

As the plaintiff attorney labors over months and years to resolve the legal aspects of the injury, LMA works to augment that effort coordinating the financial, tax and compliance issues confronting the injured person(s) post settlement.  

The Life Management model developed by LMA is applicable to a single claimant or multiple claimants.  Examples include the Kentucky school bus tragedy, the coal mine explosion in Colorado and the recent Bush administration settlement with Libya regarding the bombing of the German nightclub, Labelle, where several American soldiers were killed or wounded.  LMA also placed the majority of structured settlements resulting from the September 11 attack on the World Trade Center.
